The “future” prize was awarded to three American scientists: Dr James Hansen of New York's Goddard Institute of Spa
Oison and Sarah Kurtz of the National Renewable Energy Laboratory in Goiden, Colorado. Hansen won for what the ju
work on climate change, while Oison and Kurtz were honoured for their research on solar power technology.

The awards are named after israeli Dan David, a native of Romania who made his fortune inventing, patenting, de
The prizes, which were announced in Paris, are funded by a USD 100 million endowment administered by Tel Aviv Univ
USD 900,000 as they please, but must give USD 100,000 away in grants to young researchers. The prizes will be hand
at Paris’ Gamier Palace, in May.
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
